Candlemas Day

Sunday next February 2nd is Candlemas Day, also known as the Feast of the
Presentation of Jesus Christ and the Feast of the Purification of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, is a Christian Holy Day commemorating the presentation of Jesus at the
Temple. It is widely regarded as the end of the Christmas Season. There will be
blessing of Candles at all masses. Candles are available to purchase in the gift shop.

Feast of St Blaise <
Monday February 3rd is the Feast of St Blaise, throats will be
blessed after both masses. The blessing of St. Blaise is a sign of our faith in God’s protection
and love for us and for the sick. Using two crossed and unlighted candles, the priest touches
the throat of each person saying - “Through the intercession of St. Blaise, bishop and martyr,
may you be freed from all sickness of the throat and from any other illness”.

Pope Francis has requested that the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time each year is
dedicated to the celebration of the Word of God. This reminds us of the beauty and the
importance of the Word of God both in the Bible and in the readings at Mass.
