| The danger is that if we are overly worried and concerned about the cost
of following Jesus, we might never set out on this path in the first place.
It will cost us much, everything in fact. But we have already started on
this journey at our baptism. The reward is priceless; the fullness of life
which begins here and now and which we will inherit fully in the life to
come. We begin this journey of being the disciple of Jesus in faith, but
not on our own. The first reading from the Book of Wisdom tells that we
are given the gift of wisdom and the Holy Spirit to guide and lead us on
our journey. The challenge, then, is not to look at the cost, but to keep
our eyes on Jesus who is walking with us showing us the way. In faith
and hope, then, let us take up our cross and follow where Jesus lead us.
